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Jotmans Hall Primary School, Nut Allergy Awareness Policy
Jotmans Hall Primary School has introduced a Nut Allergy Awareness Policy as we have children in school with nut allergies. There may also be a time when we have children attending our school who suffer from a severe, airborne nut allergy.
Purpose
The purpose of this policy is to:

· Raise awareness about allergies to all our school community.

· Ensure we provide a safe environment for all.

· Give assurance to those children/families with severe allergies that we take the management of these seriously.

Aim

We are not a nut-free school, but we aim to be as nut-free as we can. It is impossible to provide an absolute guarantee that no nuts will be brought onto the premises but we can strive to minimise this as much as possible.
Management
We ask that all members of the school community manage the day to day application of this policy in the following ways:

1. Parent/ Carers are requested NOT to send food to school that contains nuts. This includes:

a. Packs of nuts

b. Peanut butter sandwiches

c. Fruit and cereal bars that contain nuts

d. Chocolate biscuits that contain nuts

e. Sesame seed products, including rolls

f. Nutella

g. Muesli bars

h. Cakes with nuts in them 

i. Any food product that says it ‘does contain nuts’ or ‘may contain peanuts’. 
j. However products labelled ‘may contain nuts’ are allowed in school.
2. Staff are requested not to bring in food that contains the above mentioned foods.
3. Staff will be alert to any obvious signs of nuts being brought in, but they will not inspect all food brought into school

4. Children that DO bring in food that does contain nuts or nut products will be asked to eat that food away from any child with a nut allergy and to wash their hands before going to play.

5. If any actual nuts are found, they will be bagged up and sent home and this child will be asked to eat lunch away from other children and wash their hands before going out to play.
6. Children will be asked not to share food.

7. Children will be encouraged to wash their hands before and after eating.

8. Some staff are trained in understanding and dealing with Anaphylaxis (severe allergic reactions) and will use this training as the need arises.

9. The school cooks will ensure that all cooked food is nut-free.
Food Allergy

The School will regularly update its medical records of all children to identify those with food allergies. It is the responsibility of Parent/Carers to advise of any changes in their children’s dietary requirements. This information will be communicated to the School Cooks and all relevant Staff. (See First Aid Policy and Section 6 in the Special Educational Needs and Disability Policy) thus ensuring all affected children are not unknowingly exposed to food allergens.
Promotion
This policy will be promoted by:

· A copy of this policy being made available to all Parent/Carers.

· Staff being informed and provided with training opportunities.
· Children being informed via the adults within school

· Publication of this policy on the school website

· Issue of the policy in the new admission packs.

Policy Review

This policy will be reviewed as to its effective implementation on an annual basis and will be updated as appropriate
